Borrowers Rules and Obligations: 

1. Loans of equipment from the Equipment Technology Consortium are made on a first come, first served basis for a period of six (6) weeks. No more than 3 items can be requested per loan. Borrowed items must be returned at the end of the six-week loan period, unless prior arrangements have been made with the Equipment Technology Consortium to extend the loan for another six-week period. Failure to return items promptly may result in a school district or agency being denied future loans. 

2. Borrowers are responsible for returning all devices loaned, as well as all related peripheral items. A listing of items contained with each shipment is found on the bag the.device is sent in. Borrowers must return all items using the Federal Express shipping form enclosed with their shipment. 

3. Borrowers must contact the Equipment Technology Consortium's main office at (877) 781-6275 x4651 if any of the following occur: components listed on the enclosed packing slip are missing upon receipt, device becomes stolen, or an equipment breakage or malfunction occurs during the loan. We understand that we are financially responsible for damage to the loaned equipment due to misuse, abuse, neglect, or loss while we are the user of, or the responsible party for the loan of this equipment. 

4. We understand that only qualified representatives from the school district/agency may request equipment for loan. 

5. We understand that we must provide insurance coverage of the equipment for the duration of the loan period, 

6. We understand it is illegal to copy or distribute any software loaned through the Equipment Technology Consortium. 

7. We understand that failure to comply with the above listed responsibilities may result in loss of future access to Equipment Technology Consortium, in addition to applicable financial liability. 

The Equipment Technology Consortium's Obligations To Borrowers: 

1. Endeavor to ensure that all loaned devices are fully functional at the time of the loan and that all related peripherals are enclosed. 

2. Endeavor to ship requested equipment loan items, if available, to school district/agency within five business days of the initial request. 

3. Endeavor to maintain an inventory of devices meeting the wide array of needs faced by school districts and agencies and be responsive to their questions. concerns and needs related to the program and assistive technology.
