COMMONLY ASKED QUESTIONS ABOUT NCATP FEE BASED SERVICES

Q:
You are a state agency, can you charge for your services?
 

A:
Yes, we can charge for services.  On April 1, 1999 NCDVRS received approval through the Legislative Rules committee to establish and charge fees for services.  It is written into the NC administrative code, Title 10, Chapter 20, subchapter 20C, section .0125 "Rates and fees for purchasers of services".
Q:
Why do you charge a fee since you get federal funding?
A:
NCATP does receive funds under the federal Assistive Technology Act (P.L. 108-364).  This law stipulates that State AT Projects cannot supplant (replace) the responsibilities of other programs such as special education, vocational rehabilitation, independent living, veterans administration, etc.  If programs require evaluations or assessments to determine whether to provide specific services (such as purchase of equipment), then that entity must pay for the evaluation/assessment.  NCATP cannot supplant the other program’s responsibility by using AT Act federal funds & staff to do this for free.
